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A Review of China’s Research on Korean Modern
Literature since the Establishment of China-South Korea
Diplomatic Relations 20 Years Ago

Abstract China’s study on Modern Korean literature starts late but is developing rapidly.
Since the establishment of China and South Korea diplomatic relations 20 years ago Chinese
scholars in Korean modern literature studies have published more than 180 academic papers
including 37 postgraduate dissertations. In addition the number of Chinese scholars specializing
in Korean modern literature is on the increase. This paper adopts the method of literature
metrology to do a statistic analysis of several aspects of China’s research on Korean modern
literature since the establishment of Sino-ROK diplomatic ties such as time distribution
research topics published journals and main authors. On the basis of reviewing the development
course of Korean modern literature research in China this paper analyzes the current situation of
Korean modern literature research and points out the existing problems.
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
